C19RM 2021 Awards.

As of 31 March 2022, C19RM has awarded or recommended for Board approval US$3,369 million to 124 applicants, for a
portfolio average of 26.2% of the 2020-2022 allocation with the following breakdown: 75% to reinforce national COVID-19
responses, 14% for urgent improvement to health and community systems, and 11% for HIV, TB and malaria mitigation.

Finance Update.
C19RM 2020 in-country implementation and utilization is at 56% (US$ 550 million) and on target to reach 63%-70% with
expenditures currently under validation in the grant closures and forthcoming expenditure reports. C19RM 2021 -

disbursements (31 Mar 2022) accelerated to 80% of Year 1 budget despite implementation starting late in 2021, following
completion of award stage.

Health Products Update.

Approximately 67% of awards are allocated to health products. As of 31 March, 52% of total CL9RM 2021
procurement planned through the Pooled Procurement Mechanism (PPM) is confirmed as purchase order (PO) or in
process of approval (US$700M / US$1,345M). Of the total of US$3,369 million awarded by 31 March:

» Diagnostics remain a priority, representing around US$782 million or 23% of awarded C19RM 2021 funds
steady progress on the conversion of approved budgets for diagnostics into orders.

» US$543 million for Oxygen and clinical care-related products representing 16.1% of total awards. Out of the
US$184 million invested in non-oxygen therapeutics, and tenders are ongoing with manufacturers to secure
supply capacity for LMIC served by the Global Fund, with US$50M of set aside Centrally Managed Limited
Investments to ensure early access to selected novel therapeutics products.

» US$491 million for Personal Protective Equipment (PPE) with further 13% price reductions in Q1 2022 with
overall product price reductions of 60% since beginning of peak demand in early 2020.
